GOD IS CENTRAL TO GOD. ISAIAH 48:9-11
Isaiah 48:9-11  9 "For my name's sake I defer my anger, for the sake of my praise I restrain it for you, that I may not cut you off.  10 Behold, I have refined you, but not as silver; I have tried you in the furnace of affliction.  11 For my own sake, for my own sake, I do it, for how should my name be profaned? My glory I will not give to another.
Book of Ezekiel – over 60 times says something to the effect of FOR MY NAME’S SAKE…I did this. 
MAN WAS CREATED FOR GOD’S GLORY. ISAIAH 43:6-7
Isaiah 43:6-7…6 I will say to the north, Give up, and to the south, Do not withhold; bring my sons from afar and my daughters from the end of the earth,  7 everyone who is called by my name, whom I created for my glory, whom I formed and made."
GOD CALLED ISRAEL FOR HIS GLORY.  ISAIAH 49:3

Isaiah 49:3…3 And he said to me, "You are my servant, Israel, in whom I will be glorified (display my splendor). 
RESCUED ISRAEL FROM EGYPT. (PS 106:7-8)

Psalm 106:7-8, 7 Our fathers, when they were in Egypt, did not consider your wondrous works; they did not remember the abundance of your steadfast love, but rebelled by the Sea, at the Red Sea.  8 Yet he saved them for his name's sake, that he might make known his mighty power.
GOD RAISED UP PHARAOH. (ROM 9:17)

Romans 9:17, For the Scripture says to Pharaoh, "For this very purpose I have raised you up, that I might show my power in you, and that my name might be proclaimed in all the earth."
GOD DESTORYED (not just defeat) PHARAOH (EX 14:4, 18)

Exodus 14:4,18, And I will harden Pharaoh's heart, and he will pursue them, and I will get glory over Pharaoh and all his host, and the Egyptians shall know that I am the LORD." And they did so. 18 And the Egyptians shall know that I am the LORD, when I have gotten glory over Pharaoh, his chariots, and his horsemen."
GOD SPARED ISRAEL IN THE WILDERNESS (EZ 20:14)

Ezekiel 20:14, But I acted for the sake of my name, that it should not be profaned in the sight of the nations, in whose sight I had brought them out.
GOD GAVE ISRAEL VICTORY IN THE PROMISE LAND (2 SAM 7:23)

2 Samuel 7:23, And who is like your people Israel, the one nation on earth whom God went to redeem to be his people, making himself a name and doing for them great and awesome things by driving out before your people, whom you redeemed for yourself from Egypt, a nation and its gods?

GOD SAVED JERUSALEM FROM ATTACK (2 KINGS 19:34)

2 Kings 19:34, For I will defend this city to save it, for my own sake and for the sake of my servant David."

GOD RESTORED ISRAEL FROM EXILE (EZ 36:22-23)
Ezekiel 36:22-23, "Therefore say to the house of Israel, Thus says the Lord GOD: It is not for your sake, O house of Israel, that I am about to act, but for the sake of my holy name, which you have profaned among the nations to which you came.  23 And I will vindicate the holiness of my great name, which has been profaned among the nations, and which you have profaned among them. And the nations will know that I am the LORD, declares the Lord GOD, when through you I vindicate my holiness before their eyes.
GOD PROVISION FOR PEOPLE (PSALMS 23:1-3)

 1The LORD is my shepherd; I shall not want. 2He makes me lie down in green pastures. He leads me beside still waters. 3He restores my soul. He leads me in paths of righteousness for his name’s sake.
THE MISSION OF JESUS (JOHN 7:18)

John 7:18, The one who speaks on his own authority seeks his own glory, but the one who seeks the glory of Him who sent him is true, and in him there is no falsehood.

WE DO GOOD WORKS FOR GOD’S GLORY (MATT 5:16, 1 PETER 2:12)

1 Peter 2:12, Keep your conduct among the Gentiles honorable, so that when they speak against you as evildoers, they may see your good deeds and glorify God on the day of visitation.
JESUS ENDURED HIS FINAL HOURS FOR GOD’S GLORY (JOHN 12:27-28, JOHN 17:1, 13:31-32))

John 12:27-28, "Now is my soul troubled. And what shall I say? 'Father, save me from this hour'? But for this purpose I have come to this hour.  28 Father, glorify your name." 
God forgives sin for his own sake (Is 43:25, Ps 25:11)
Psalm 25:11, For your name's sake, O LORD, pardon my guilt, for it is great.

EVERYTHING WE ARE TO DO IS FOR HIS GLORY (I COR 10:31)

1 Corinthians 10:31, So whether you eat or drink or whatever you do, do it all for the glory of God.
Herod was struck dead because he didn’t give glory to God (Acts 12:23)
GOD’S PLAN (HAB 2:4)

Habakkuk 2:14, For the earth will be filled with the knowledge of the glory of the LORD, as the waters cover the sea.
IN HEAVEN IS ABOUT THE GLORY OF GOD (REV 21:23)

Revelation 21:21-23, The twelve gates were twelve pearls, each gate made of a single pearl. The great street of the city was of pure gold, like transparent glass.  22 I did not see a temple in the city, because the Lord God Almighty and the Lamb are its temple.  23 The city does not need the sun or the moon to shine on it, for the glory of God gives it light, and the Lamb is its lamp.
EVERYTHING THAT HAPPENS LEADS TOWARD HIS GLORY (ROMANS 11:36)
