Some, like
our own, have such low, casual, take-it-or-leave-it attitudes
toward marriage as to make the biblical vision seem
 ludicrous. That was the case in Jesus' day as well...
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When Jesus gave a glimpse of the magnificent view of
marriage that God willed for his people, the disciples
said to him, "If such is the case of a man with his wife,

it is better not to marry" (matt19:10). In other words,
Christ's vision of the meaning of marriage was so
enormously different from the disciples’, they could

not even imagine it to be a good thing...If that was the
case then - in the sober, Jewish world in which they
lived - how much more will the magnificence of

. marriage in the mind of God seem unintelligible in a



modern Western culture, where the main idol is self;
and its main doctrine is autonomy; and its central act
of worship is being entertained; and its three man
shrines are the television, the Internet, and the
cinema; and its most sacred [idol] is the uninhibited act
of sexual intercourse. Such a culture will find the glory
of marriage in the mind of Jesus virtually
incomprehensible.
